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Student academic dishonesty is one of the most serious problems of higher ed-
ucation in Russia and all over the world. This problem became especially severe
and widespread during a mass forced transfer to distant education followed by
the Covid-19 pandemic. In this regard, it is highly demanded to find affordable
measures to combat academic dishonesty, some of which can be implemented
at the level of the organization of the learning process. The purpose of this study
was to assess and analyze the relationship between the prevalence of passive
and active pedagogical practices and academic cheating among students. Based
on pieces of evidence, we hypothesized that students are more likely to cheat in
conditions where their classes are organized mostly around passive education-
al practices such as writing down or retelling the course material. The empirical
basis of this study is data gathered within the project “Monitoring of education
markets and organizations” in spring 2020. Students of full-time bachelor and
specialist programs of Russian higher educational institutions were surveyed.
